VERKLARING 
 

Nademaal Vrymesselary sedert 1772 in Suider-Afrika onder 

die Groot Ooste van die Nederlande beoefen is en gedy het 

onder die heilsame bestuur van hierdie Groot Ooste, het die 

Nederlandse Losies op Saterdag, 18 Februarie 1961 in 

Kaapstad vergader en besluit om ‘n Grootlosie in Suider-

Afrika in die lewe te roep om Vrymesselary te bevorder met 

besondere verwysing na die Aloue Opdragte. Die Grootlosie 

van Suider-Afrika is daarna in Kaapstad gestig en het 

onmiddelike erkenning van die Grootlosies van Engeland, 

Ierland, Skotland en Holland ontvang. Hierdie Grootlosie 

vereis dat elke kandidaat vir toelating tot die Orde onder sy 

jurisdiksie ondubbelsinnig die volgende grondbeginsels 

onderskryf: 
 

(1) Dat die eerste voorwaarde vir toelating tot 

lidmaatskap van die Orde ‘n geloof in ‘n Opperwese 

is, na wie Vrymesselary verwys as die Opper 

Boumeester van die Heelal (DOBVDH) en Sy 

geopenbaarde wil soos vervat in die Boek van die 

Heilige Wet (DBVDHW). Dit is ‘n essensiële 

voorwaarde en laat geen kompromie toe nie. 
 

(2) Dat die Bybel of soortgelyke boek, onderhewig aan 

elke lid se geloof, en waarna Vrymesselaars verwys 

as DBVDHW, sal altyd oop lê in elke Losie 

gedurende arbeid. Elke kandidaat sal sy verpligtinge 

op dié Boek of Volume aflê wat kragtens sy 

besondere geloof onskendbaarheid verleen aan die 

eed of belofte wat daarop geneem is.  
 

(3) Dat die Drie Groot Ligte van Vrymesselaary 

(naamlik DBVDHW, die Winkelhaak en die Passer) 

moet altyd tydens formele vergaderinge (arbeid) van 

elke Losie vertoon word. Hiervan is DBVDHW die 

belangikste.  
 

(4) Dat elke man wat tot Vrymesselary toetree streng 

verbied word om hom met enige daad te 

vereenselwig wat die vrede en goeie orde van die 

samelewing omver kan werp. Hy moet 

gehoorsaamheid aan die wette van enige Staat 

waarin hy woon of wat beskerming aan hom verleen 

betoon en hy mag nooit in gebreke bly in die 

nakoming van sy verskuldigde trou aan die 

Staatshoof van sy land nie, nieteenstaande sy 

politieke sieninge nie.  
 

(5) Dat terwyl Vrymsselary onder die Grootlosie van 

Suid Afrika op hierdie wyse gehoorsaamheid aan die 

Staat en sy lede se verantwoordelikhede as burgers 

teenoor die Staat by elkeen van sy lede inskerp, gun 

die Grootlosie die indiwidu sy eie siening oor sake 

van openbare belang. Geen lid mag egter in die 

Losie of ter enige tyd in sy hoedanigheid as ‘n 

Vrymesselaar sy siening oor godsdienstige en of 

politieke kwessies bespreek of probeer bevorder nie. 
 

(6) Dat die Grootlosie ‘n hoë premie op elke persoon se 

indiwidualiteit stel asook sy sedelike 

aanspreeklikheid vir al sy handelinge, die 

fundamentele gelykheid van alle persone, die 

universele broederskap van die mens en elke person 

se plig om hom met toewyding tot die welsyn van 

die gemeenskap te beywer.  
 

(7) Dat die Grootlosie hom weerhou, tuis en in die 

buiteland, van enige kommentaar oor sake rakende 

buitelandse of binnelandse Staatsbeleid. Dit sal 

verder nie toelaat dat sy naam gekoppel word aan 

Grand Lodge of South Africa 
 

DECLARATION 
 

Whereas Freemasonry was introduced in Southern Africa 

under the authority of the Grand East of the Netherlands 

during 1772 and having flourished exceedingly well under 

the benign rule of this Grand East, the Lodges operating 

under the jurisdiction of this Grand East assembled in Cape 

Town on Saturday, 18 February 1961 and determined on the 

formation of a Grand Lodge in Southern Africa for the 

furtherance of Freemasonry with especial reference to the 

Ancient Charges. The Grand Lodge of Southern Africa was 

thereafter established at Cape Town and received immediate 

recognition from the United Grand Lodge of England, the 

Grand Lodges of Ireland and Scotland and the Grand East 

of the Netherlands and demands that a prerequisite to 

admission to the Order is that every member shall 

unequivocally subscribe to the following basic principles: 
 

(1) That the first condition of admission into and 

membership of the Order is a belief in a Supreme 

Being, referred to generally by Freemasons as the 

Great Architect of the Universe (GAOTU) and His 

revealed will as contained in the Volume of the 

Sacred Law (VSL). This is essential and admits no 

compromise. 
 

(2) That the Holy Bible or such similar book, depending 

on the individual faith of every member, referred to 

by Freemasons as the Volume of the Sacred Law, 

shall always be open in every Lodge when it is at 

labour. Every candidate is required to take his 

Obligations on that Book or Volume, which is held 

by his particular faith to impart sanctity to an oath or 

promise taken upon it. 
 

(3) That the Three Great Lights of Freemasonry (viz. the 

Volume of the Sacred Law, the Square and the 

Compasses) shall be exhibited in every Lodge when 

it is at work, the chief of these being the Volume of 

the Sacred Law. 
 

(4) That every man who enters Freemasonry is strictly 

forbidden to countenance any act which may have a 

tendency to subvert the peace and good order of 

society; that he must pay due obedience to the Law 

of any State in which he resides or which may afford 

him protection and that he must never be remiss in 

the allegiance due by him to the Head of State of his 

country, irrespective of his political affiliation. 

 

(5) That while Freemasonry under the Grand Lodge of 

South Africa inculcates in each of its members the 

duties of loyalty and citizenship, it reserves to the 

individual the right to hold his own opinion with 

regard to public affairs but forbids all members, 

whether in Lodge or at any time in his capacity as a 

Freemason, to discuss or to advance his views on 

religious or political questions. 
 

(6) That the Grand Lodge acknowledges the high value 

of human personality, man’s moral responsibility for 

all his actions, the fundamental equality of all human 

beings, the universal brotherhood of man and every 

man’s duty to labour with devotion for the welfare 

of the community. 
 

(7) That the Grand Lodge refuses to express any opinion 

on questions of foreign or domestic State policy, 

either at home or abroad and it will not allow its 

name  to  be  associated  with  any  action,  however 
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 enige handelinge, ongeag die skynbare humanitêre 

aard daarvan nie, wat inbreuk maak op sy 

onwrikbare beleid van onpartydigheid wat alle 

kwessies rakende betrekkinge tussen regerings of 

tussen politieke partye betref of botsende teorieë oor 

Staatsvorme nie. 
 

(8) Dat die Grootlosie volstrek weier om hom te 

vereenselwig met liggame wat hulle voordoen as 

Vrymesselaars, maar wat nie hierdie grondbeginsels 

onderskryf nie. Dit sal ook nie deelneem aan 

konferensies met sogenaamde internasionale 

organisasies wat lidmaatskap verleen aan persone of 

liggame wat hulle nie streng by hierdie beginsels 

hou nie. Die Grootlosie sal ook nie deur so ‘n 

organisasie verteenwoordig word nie. 
 

(9) Dat daar niks geheimsinnig is wat die 

grondbeginsels van Vrymesselary betref nie. Die 

Grootlosie sal altyd oorweging skenk aan die 

erkenning van en sal erkenning soek by enige 

Grootlosie wat hierdie gevestigde en ongewysigde 

beginsels bely en of bedryf het. In geen 

omstandighede sal dit aan ‘n gesprek deelneem wat 

daarop gemik is om ‘n nuwe of gewysigde 

vertolking van hierdie beginsels te gee nie. Hierdie 

beginsels moet in die geheel volmondig bely en 

bedryf word deur diegene wat as Vrymesselaars 

erken wil word. Die Grootlosie sal verder geen 

betrekkinge aanknoop met enige Grootlosie wat op 

‘n vriendskaplike voet verkeer met enige persoon of 

liggaam wat hom nie streng by hierdie basiese 

beginsels hou nie.  
 

(10) Dat die Grootlosie ‘n soewereine en onafhanklike 

liggaam is wat oor soewereine mag oor Losies onder 

sy beheer beskik. Dit is ‘n verantwoordelike, 

onafhanklike, selfregerende organisasie met 

uitsluitlike gesag oor die Vak en Simboliese Grade 

binne sy jurisdiksie. Dit erken nie die bestaan van 

enige hoër Masonieke gesag nie, hoe dit ookal 

beskryf word. 
 

(11) Dat die stigting van die “Grootlosie van Aloue, Vry 

en Aangenome Messelaars van Suider-Afrika” in 

1961 as ‘n soewereine en onafhanklike Grootlosie 

deur Losies met Oktrooie van die Groot Ooste van 

die Nederlande in die Republiek van Suid-Afrika, 

Rhodesië en in Suid-Wes Afrika in geen opsig die 

regte en voorregte van enige Losie met ‘n 

Magtingsbrief van die Verenigde Grootlosie van 

Engeland, die Grootlosie van Ierland en die 

Grootlosie van Skotland, wat nog altyd Masonieke 

gesag op gelyke voet in die genoemde oop gebiede 

gedeel het, sal aantas nie en dat hulle in hulle 

diskresie Oktrooie aan nuwe Losies sal kan toestaan. 

Dit is die wens van die Grootlosie van Suid-Afrika 

dat hierdie harmonieuse gesindheid en gelykheid 

wat betref gesag in die toekoms, soos in die verlede, 

sal voortbestaan en verklaar hierby uitdruklik: 
 

(a) Dat al die Losies en die Koninklike 

Gewelfkapittels van Engelse, Ierse en Skotse 

oorsprong steeds erken sal word op ‘n 

grondslag van absolute gelykheid. 
 

(b) Dat die Verenigde Grootlosie van Engeland, 

die Grootlosie van Ierland en die Grootlosie 

van Skotland steeds die bevoegdheid sal hê 

om  in  hulle  diskresie  nuwe  Oktrooie uit te 

reik vir nuwe Losies (en Koninklike 

Gewelfkapittels) tot tyd en wyl dit gerade of 

 

humanitarian it may appear to be, which infringes its 

unalterable policy of standing aloof from every 

question affecting the relations between 

Governments or between political parties or 

questions as to rival theories of Government. 
 

(8) That the Grand Lodge refuses absolutely to have any 

relationship with bodies, styling themselves as 

Freemasons, which do not adhere to these basic 

principles; nor will it participate in any conference 

with so-called international associations which admit 

to membership bodies which fail to conform strictly 

to these principles and it shall not be represented by 

any such association. 
 

(9) That there is no secret with regard to any of the basic 

principles of Freemasonry.  The Grand Lodge will 

always consider the recognition of and seek 

recognition by those Grand Lodges which profess 

and practice and can show that they have 

consistently professed and practiced these 

established and unaltered principles, but in no 

circumstances will it enter into discussion with a 

view to any new or varied interpretation of them. 

These principles must be accepted and practiced 

wholeheartedly and in their entirety by those who 

desire to be recognized as Freemasons under this 

Grand Lodge.  Furthermore, the Grand Lodge will 

not enter into any relationship with a Grand Lodge 

which is in amity with any body, which does not 

adhere strictly to these basic principles. 
 

(10) That the Grand Lodge is a sovereign and 

independent body and shall have sovereign 

jurisdiction over all the Lodges under its control 

being a responsible, independent, self-governing 

organisation with sole authority over the Craft of 

Symbolic Degrees within its jurisdiction. It does not 

recognize nor admit the existence of any superior 

Masonic authority in the Republic of South Africa, 

however styled. 
 

(11) That the establishment of “The Grand Lodge of 

Ancient, Free and Accepted Masons of Southern 

Africa” as a sovereign and independent Grand Lodge 

by the Lodges holding Charters from the Grand East 

of the Netherlands in the Republic of South Africa, 

in Rhodesia and in South West Africa in 1961, did 

not affect the rights and privileges enjoyed by any 

Lodges holding a Warrant from the United Grand 

Lodge of England, the Grand Lodge of Ireland and 

the Grand Lodge of Scotland which have always 

shared these Masonic jurisdictions on an equal basis 

in the said open territories and have granted Charters 

for new Lodges at their discretion. The Grand Lodge 

of Southern Africa desired that this harmonious 

relationship and equality of jurisdiction should 

continue in the future as in the past and hereby 

expressly declared then and does so now: 
 

(a) That all the Lodges and Royal Arch Chapters 

of English, Irish and Scottish origin shall 

continue to be recognised on the basis of 

absolute equality.  
 

(b) That the United Grand Lodge of England, the 

Grand Lodge of Ireland and the Grand 

Lodge of Scotland shall continue to have the 

right to grant new Charters for new Lodges 

(and Royal Arch Chapters) at their 

discretion, until such time in the future when 

it might  be found  expedient or necessary to

 (12) Dat die lidmaatskap van die Grootlosie en die 

indiwiduele Losies onder sy jurisdiksie uitsluitlik uit 

mans sal bestaan en dat elke Losie geen Masonieke 

gemeenskap van enige aard met gemengde Losies of 

liggame wat vroue toelaat sal hê nie.  
 

(13) Dat die beginsels van die Aloue Landmerke, sedes 

en gebruike van die Vak stiptelik nagekom sal word.

                      DOELWIT 
 

Dit is die doelwit van hierdie Grootlosie: 
 

(1) om alle vry denkende mans wat streef tot of wat 

alreeds bydra tot ‘n vreedsame en armoede vry 

gemeenskap aan te moedig om lede te word; 

(2) om alle lede aan te moedig om hoë morele en etiese 

standaarde in hulle daaglikse lewens te handhaaf;

form a “United Grand Lodge of Southern 

Africa” by the four Constitutions acting by 

mutual agreement. 
 

(c) That the existence of the Grand Lodge of 

Southern Africa as a sovereign and 

independent Grand Lodge shall not preclude 

the establishment in the open territories from 

time to time by the United Grand Lodge of 

England, the Grand Lodges of Ireland and 

Scotland and their respective District and 

Provincial Grand Lodges and daughter 

Lodges of another or other Grand Lodges 

with sole and sovereign Masonic jurisdiction 

in the open territories over the Craft and 

Symbolic degrees within their 

administration. 
 

(12) That the membership of the Grand Lodge and 

individual Lodges shall be composed exclusively of 

men and that every Lodge shall have no Masonic 

intercourse of any kind with mixed Lodges or bodies 

which admit women to its / their membership. 
 

(13) That the principles of the Ancient Landmarks, 

customs and usages of the Craft shall be strictly 

observed. 

 

Grand Lodge of Southern Africa 
 With the consent of the United Grand Lodge of 

England and the Grand Lodges of Ireland and 

Scotland, the name of the Grand Lodge of Southern 

Africa was changed to the Grand Lodge of South 

Africa following discussions with the United Grand 

Lodge of England on 8 June 1979 and confirmed on 

8 October 1979.  Consequently, wherever the name 

“Southern Africa” appears, it shall be read as South 

Africa. 

 

Grand Lodge of South Africa 
 

OBJECTIVE 
 

It is the objective of this Grand Lodge: 
 

(1) to encourage all free-thinking men who wish to and 

who may already contribute to peaceful and 

poverty–free communities, to become members; 

(2) to encourage every member to adopt high moral and 

ethical standards in his daily life; 

(3) to encourage every member to expand on and 

improve his spiritual growth and to share this with 

all persons with whom he comes into contact;

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REPORT OF THE GRAND MASTER 

PRESENTED TO THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF THE GRAND LODGE 

OF SOUTH AFRICA HELD VIA ZOOM ON 24 JULY 2021 

 

Brethren, it is my honour and privilege to 

present this, my first annual report. In assisting 

with the compilation of the Heritage Book on the 

development of Freemasonry in South Africa 

during the past 250 years, which I will refer to later 

in this report, we have re-read the available annual 

reports of my predecessors and have realised the 

importance of presenting complete and accurate 

reports on the activities of the Grand Lodge during 

each year as this is, in most cases, the only record 

which is available for posterity. As we now have 

the facility to make this report available to all our 

members prior to the annual meeting of Grand 

Lodge, the Grand Secretary will do so and I will 

merely refer to certain highlights mentioned herein 

at the meeting. The Afrikaans translation of this 

report will be published in the 2021 Grand Lodge 

yearbook which will be available on Grandview 

and on our website. 

Before I commence with my report, let us 

pause for a moment and give thanks to the Great 

Architect of the Universe for not only sparing us 

during the past year, but also throughout the Covid 

pandemic which has engulfed the World and the 

recent civil unrest which has affected many parts 

of our beautiful Country. 

 

Introduction       

We had hardly returned from a successful 

annual meeting and the installation of a new 

Provincial Grand Master in the Central Division, 

when the Government imposed certain lockdown 

restrictions during March 2020 as a result of the 

Covid pandemic which effectively prevented all 

further physical Lodge meetings. Grand Lodge 

thereupon resolved to hold regular Grand 

Committee meetings via Zoom during the 

lockdown period and the first one ever to be held 

in this manner was during April 2020 at which it 

was decided to collect money from our members 

and Lodges to implement a feeding scheme to 

assist persons who were being adversely affected 

by the lockdown.  

As a result of the success of this online 

meeting, it was decided that the Grand Conclave 

would proceed with the election of the next Grand 

Master, also using Zoom. This meeting took place 

during May 2020 and I was duly elected as the 

next Grand Master. This election meeting was 

followed by the second online Grand Committee 

meeting at which it was decided to proceed with 

the annual general meetings of our other Divisions 

using the same method and the Eastern Division’s 

annual meeting was duly scheduled for 27 June 

2020.  

As the lockdown restrictions, which 

banned all physical lodge meetings, were still 

being enforced, the immediate Past Grand Master, 

MW Bro David Duncan OSM, decided that it 

would be in the best interests of Grand Lodge to 

formally retire and hand over the control of the 

Grand Lodge to me, in the position of Acting 

Grand Master. We agreed that this would be 

announced at the meeting of the Eastern Division 

at which I then appointed the senior Grand Lodge 

Officers, who immediately assumed their duties 

and responsibilities. The Grand Lodge and all the 

other Divisions thereafter held very successful 

annual meetings via online technology, which 

attracted a large number of our members and a 

significant number of invited members from the 

Sister Constitutions. 

The Government eventually and 

systematically relaxed the restrictions on social 

gatherings as the country managed the infections 

but as all indoor venues still had restrictions with 

regard to their capacity, I was only installed as the 

Grand Master on Saturday, 5 December 2020 in 

the De Goede Hoop temple and in the presence of 

only 48 Brethren. As the immediate Past Grand 

Master, MW Bro David Duncan OSM, was still 

recovering from a Covid related illness, the full 

task of the installation ceremony fell on the 

shoulders of MW Bro Geoffrey Edwards OSM, a 

Past Grand Master. He and RW Bro Avron 

Jacobson MSA, an Assistant Grand Master, and 

several other Brethren worked tirelessly to prepare 

for and execute the installation ceremony, which 

was professionally filmed by Bro Ebert Steyn, a 

member of the English Constitution. The 

installation ceremony was followed by a mixed 

banquet in the ballroom at the Kelvin Grove 

Country Club, which could accommodate 100 

persons. 

The recorded installation ceremony was 

thereafter streamed via YouTube on 12 December 

2020. Several Grand Masters and other Senior 

Brethren representing Grand Lodges from around 

the World, including Ireland, Scotland and New 

York viewed the ceremony and then interacted 

with me via Zoom in delivering their greetings. I 

am advised by the Grand Lodge Webmaster that 

this installation film has received in excess of 2300 

views to date and appears to be successfully 

promoting our Grand Lodge throughout the World.     

To MW Bro Geoffrey Edwards OSM, RW Bro  
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Avron Jacobson MSA, Wor Bro Cobis Wilson, 

who sang the pre-recorded hymns in the Temple 

and to all the other Brethren who attended my 

Installation and / or who assisted in making it and 

the banquet a success, I again express my profound 

thanks and appreciation to you for all your hard 

work, dedication and commitment. It is greatly 

appreciated. 

During the past year I have been truly 

blessed to be able to readily call upon the advice 

and guidance of the two surviving Past Grand 

Masters, being MW Bro Geoffrey Edwards OSM 

and MW Bro David Duncan OSM, who also 

occupy the two very important Grand Lodge 

offices, being that of Grand Secretary and Grand 

Treasurer respectively. Thank you Most 

Worshipful Brethren for everything that you 

continue to do for the Grand Lodge. 

Administration 

The Grand Lodge of South Africa is not 

only the sovereign and independent Masonic 

authority in the Republic of South Africa, it is also 

a registered Non Profit Company and Public 

Benefit Organization. I thank RW Bro Brandon 

Topham, the Deputy Grand Master, for all your 

hard work in not only obtaining this status but also 

for ensuring that we comply with all the 

requirements to maintain it. You have also been 

responsible for obtaining the tax exemption 

approval from the South African Revenue Service, 

which now enables Grand Lodge to issue tax 

deductible receipts to all donors and I thank you 

again for the many, many hours spent in this 

regard. 

As the sovereign Masonic authority in this 

country, the Grand Committee decided that the 

Grand Lodge should have its own flag which will 

be proudly and permanently displayed in all our 

buildings. I thank RW Wor Bro Avron Jacobson 

MSA for all your work in drafting and presenting 

the various designs for such flag. After much 

deliberation, a design has been chosen and a flag 

has been made, which I will exhibit at the Grand 

Lodge’s online annual meeting. As we are the 

Grand Lodge of South Africa, the Grand 

Committee also decided that we must identify with 

our national symbol and so the South African flag 

will also now be proudly and permanently 

displayed in all our buildings.  

During the past 4 years MW Bro Geoffrey 

Edwards OSM has been the Grand Secretary and 

he has, almost single-handedly, transformed the 

administration of this Grand Lodge into a highly 

professional structure. Your meticulous attention to 

detail and continued insistence on excellence in the 

completion of application forms, returns and the 

submission of reports has made the administration 

of this Grand Lodge the envy of many other larger 

and much older Grand Lodges and I thank you 

most sincerely for your hard work and your 

continued commitment and dedication in this 

regard. I trust that our Provincial Grand Secretaries 

and Lodge Secretaries will strive to emulate your 

fine example.  

In addition to his other Secretarial work, 

he has continued to compile, edit and distribute the 

monthly Grand Lodge newsletter, being the Square 

& Compass. This month’s newsletter is the 114th 

edition thereof and they are distributed 

electronically to every member of the Grand 

Lodge, to certain members of our Sister 

Constitutions and to the Grand Lodges with whom 

we are in amity. In addition to the above, he also 

ensures that our electronic Grandview system, 

which contains our database; all the application 

forms; our Constitution, Laws and Regulations; the 

Masonic Book of Life; YouTube video clips and 

podcasts; articles and addresses on Masonic topics 

and each members’ personal profile is kept safe 

and secure, up to date and is available to all 

members.  

Benevolence 

The fund raising initiative which 

commenced in April 2020 to implement the 

immediate Past Grand Master’s feeding scheme, 

raised R 250 000,00. This enabled Grand Lodge to 

purchase a specially enriched porridge and to 

provide over 120 000 meals, mostly to 

disadvantaged orphaned children. I thank Bro 

Stephano Piller and his wife, Megan, for arranging 

the transport of this food at reduced rates to all 

parts of the country. This enabled a large number 

of Lodges and our members to become actively 

involved in the distribution thereof, for which I 

thank you all once again. One of the many notes of 

thanks which we received from recipients of this 

food reads as follows: 

Dear Grand Lodge, thank you for your incredibly 

generous donation of porridge. Your donation will 

go towards feeding families in need in the various 

under privileged communities in our city where 

there is even greater need due to the current Covid 

pandemic. Many people will be blessed through 

your generosity and we are so grateful.     

The Grand Lodge Fund Raising 

Committee under the chairmanship of RW Bro Alf 

Bronner, an Assistant Grand Master, has had a 

difficult time this year. On two occasions the 

attempts by Wor Bro Matthew Mc Kelvie of the 

Eastern Division to break a World record on a 

motor cycle and so to raise funds for the Grand 

Lodge Benevolent Fund, were compromised. I 

thank all the Brethren and their families and 

friends who participated in and supported these 

attempts for your commitment and efforts, all of 

which are greatly appreciated. 
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Notwithstanding the Covid restrictions, 

many of our Lodges continued with their 

individual benevolent activities, which I will refer 

to later in this report. As a collective and taking all 

the efforts of individual members, the Lodges and 

the Provincial Grand Lodges into account, Grand 

Lodge has been able to provide in excess of R 

2million in charitable contributions this past year. I 

thank you all most sincerely for this very 

commendable effort and I have no doubt that all 

the beneficiaries of this charity are extremely 

grateful. 

As a result of the recent civil unrest in 

certain parts of our Country, many of our Brethren 

and / or the members of their families have lost 

their homes, businesses and employment. I thank 

the Provincial Grand Masters most sincerely for 

your swift response to this crisis by rallying the 

members of your Divisions and by raising an 

amount of R 200 000,00 within a matter of hours. 

As this unpleasantness will take some time to abate 

and as the Country recuperates, the financial need 

will become ever greater and we will have to cast 

our nets even wider in our efforts to raise more 

money to assist our members who are in need.    

Benevolence does not however only mean the 

giving of money. I thank VW Bro Simon Nash, the 

Deputy Provincial Grand Master of the Northern 

Division, for introducing a regular online Thursday 

evening informal get together to conduct the 

Tyler’s Toast. This event has attracted members 

from all Constitutions, even from abroad and has 

enabled us to meet and see each other on a regular 

basis. This has meant a great deal to members who 

are alone and who have not been able to participate 

in other social activities as a result of the Covid 

restrictions. 

I thank Bro Darren Bergman of Lodge De 

Goede Hoop who used his contacts as a member of 

Parliament to assist in successfully repatriating 

certain members and their families, who became 

isolated overseas as a result of the World-wide 

lockdown and the restrictions on travel. Your 

actions in this regard proved invaluable and are 

also greatly appreciated. 

At my installation I presented the Grand 

Lodge Charity Jewel to RW Bro Peter Duckworth, 

a Past District Grand Master of the English 

Constitution in the Western Cape Province and an 

Honourary Member of Lodge De Goede Hoop, in 

recognition of his very generous donations over the 

past years to the Southern Division’s annual Spring 

Ball, which is the major fund raiser for our 

Masonic Homes in this Province.  

I thank the Grand Almoner, Wor Bro 

Andre Germishuys, who has kept me appraised of 

all ailments, illnesses and deaths relating to the 

Grand Lodge officers, even when he was 

struggling with certain health problems himself. I 

also thank all the Provincial Grand Almoners, 

being Wor Bro Cobis Wilson (Southern Division), 

Wor Bro Reuven Coenen (Northern Division), 

Wor Bro Johnny Cambanis (Central Division), 

Wor Bro Johan van der Merwe (Eastern Division) 

and Wor Bro Ian Hetherington (Eastern Cape 

Division) for all the work you have done during 

the past year. I also thank each and every Lodge 

Almoner for ensuring that the members of your 

particular Lodge are receiving regular telephone 

calls and email enquiries and updates. To those 

Lodge Almoners who may not have been as 

attentive as you should have been, I wish to 

encourage you to do unto the members of your 

Lodge as you would want them to do unto you. 

 

Constitution 

As a result of our Non-Profit Company 

status, RW Bro Godfrey Place, the Provincial 

Grand Master of the Northern Division and the 

Chairman of the Constitution Committee and the 

members of this Committee have been tasked to re-

write the Grand Lodge Constitution to comply with 

the provisions of the Companies Act. This is a 

monumental task and I thank all the members of 

this Committee for the many hours which you have 

already spent in this regard and I look forward to 

reading the first draft of the new Constitution in 

the near future. I also thank the members of this 

Committee for the prompt responses and attention 

to the several urgent changes which we have had to 

make to our Laws and Regulations to enable us to 

hold online and also physical meetings, while still 

complying with the Covid regulations. 

 

Covid Compliance 

The freedoms which we all enjoy and take 

for granted are only truly appreciated when they 

are curtailed or removed. 

As the Covid infections decreased during 

2020 and as the Government systematically 

relaxed the lockdown restrictions, we anticipated 

resuming our physical lodge meetings by the end 

of 2020. As we were quite unprepared to do so, we 

sent out a general notice to our members 

requesting assistance in this regard. Wor Bro 

Jeremy Rundle of the Eastern Division, a qualified 

health and safety professional, volunteered his 

expertise and I appointed him as the Covid 

Compliance Officer for Grand Lodge. Other 

Brethren with similar qualifications and expertise 

then also volunteered their services and an online 

qualification course was soon accepted, adopted 

and made available to all our members.  

I am pleased to report that a large number 

of our members and even members of the Sister 

Constitutions attended our courses and I thank all 
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the Brethren who qualified as Covid Compliance 

Officers for your commitment and dedication in 

this regard. I have no doubt that the absence of 

Covid infections as a result of attending physical 

Lodge meetings is as a direct result of the stringent 

conditions which we have and continue to 

implement to ensure the safety of our members and 

their families. 

As a result of a third wave of Covid 

infections, all physical Lodge meetings in the 

Northern, Central and Eastern Divisions were 

again suspended from mid-June 2021. While 

voluntary physical Lodge meetings were still being 

held in the Southern and Eastern Cape Divisions, 

subject to strict compliance with our Covid 

compliance protocols, the Government imposed 

level 4 restrictions on 27 June 2021 and I had no 

alternative but to again suspend all physical 

Masonic meetings until further notice. 

 

Discipline 

We unfortunately had to hold certain 

disciplinary hearings during the past year and I 

thank RW Bro Alan van der Vyver, an Assistant 

Grand Master; RW Bro Tommy Hardiman, the 

Provincial Grand Master of the Southern Division 

and all the other members who were involved 

therein for the professional manner in which these 

hearings were conducted. None of the sanctions 

which were imposed have been questioned by the 

members concerned and so they are deemed to be 

fair and reasonable. 

 

Education and Grandview 

The members of the Education Committee 

have quietly gone about their business and I thank 

MW Bro Geoffrey Edwards OSM and all the 

members of this Committee for their hard work in 

producing the articles and addresses on Masonic 

topics which are published on Grandview; the 

advancement criteria for Apprentices and the 

Mentor’s check list, which has been included in the 

Masonic Book of Life as well as their initiative in 

requesting other Grand Lodges to share their 

educational material with us. 

The Grandview program, which was 

implemented some years ago, has not only been a 

blessing but a game changer as it enables our 

members to access notices, agendas, reports, 

educational material and other Masonic topics at 

the touch of a button. To those members who have 

not yet fully discovered its advantages, I encourage 

you to do so without delay. 

 

Entrepreneurial Development  

RW Bro Brandon Topham and the 

members of this Committee have had a difficult 

time accessing relevant content to present to our 

members. The zoom sessions on Sales Training 

and Raising Capital in South Africa were most 

interesting and I thank you and your Committee for 

persisting with this very necessary and important 

project.  

 

Finances 

While the Covid pandemic has had an 

adverse effect on many members who have been 

retrenched or lost their businesses, I thank all the 

members of Grand Lodge for paying your 

subscription and capitation fees, which has enabled 

the Provincial Grand Lodges to meet their financial 

commitments. I also thank MW Bro David Duncan 

OSM, the chairman of the Finance Committee and 

the Grand Treasurer for ensuring that the Lodges 

and the Provincial Grand Lodges submit their 

returns promptly to enable Grand Lodge to comply 

with the requirements of the Companies Act and 

the South African Revenue Service. I also thank 

our unofficial pay-mistress, the Deputy Grand 

Master’s wife, Mari Topham, for her continued 

dedication and commitment in attending to the 

prompt payments of all invoices from Lodges, 

Provincial Grand Lodges and Grand Lodge. 

I also thank RW Bro Brandon Topham and 

the members of the Investment Committee for 

ensuring that our investments are properly and well 

managed.      

 

Foreign Relations 

We have recognised several Grand Lodges 

over the past year, which have submitted 

applications to us in this regard and we are now in 

amity with in excess of 150 Grand Lodges 

throughout the World. Many years ago we 

introduced a Foreign Representative program 

which, unfortunately, became outdated. I thank 

MW Bro David Duncan OSM and the members of 

this Committee, who have spent much time and 

effort in updating our list of foreign representatives 

and we have already received numerous replies 

from foreign Grand Lodges in this regard.  

While the Covid pandemic has presented 

many challenges, there have also been several 

blessings. One of these blessings was when Wor 

Bro Edgar Baron, the Presiding Master of Lodge 

Cape Town in the Southern Division, was locked 

down in America with his family. During April 

2020 he introduced an online discussion meeting, 

which he called the International Town Hall. We 

were duly invited to participate therein and as a 

result of such monthly participation in the 11 other 

Town Hall meetings which followed, we met a 

large number of Grand Masters and other Senior 

Brethren from Grand Lodges in America, Canada, 

the Middle East and India. Thank you most 

sincerely Wor Bro Baron for all your efforts in this 
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regard, which are much appreciated. After a two 

month break, I look forward to attending the 13th 

International Town Hall meeting and reuniting 

with our overseas friends. 

In addition to this exposure, we were also 

introduced to an online lecture series called the 

Virtual Order of Sapere Aude (or Daring to 

Know), which was initiated by the Grand Lodge of 

Georgia. As a result of our regular participation 

therein, we also met a large number of Brethren 

from England, Ireland, Scotland and Europe and I 

was invited to deliver a message at its 100th 

meeting, which was recorded and placed in a time 

capsule to be opened in 2070. I also thank all the 

members of our Lodges who, on their own 

volition, contacted foreign Masonic guests and 

invited them to address the members of their 

Lodges at online meetings. 

 

Grand Committee  

Grand Lodge does not only comprise of its 

members, it also hold assets valued in excess of R 

100 million. To ensure that we manage and operate 

this organisation effectively, we have held Grand 

Committee meetings via zoom technology as often 

as was necessary. During the past year we held 10 

online Grand Committee meetings, a physical 

ceremony for the Grand Master’s installation and 

an online annual general meeting. 

While we are all on an individual journey 

to improve ourselves and thereby seek to improve 

the World in which we live, the Grand Lodge, a 

Provincial Grand Lodge and any Lodge can only 

be successfully operated if all the members thereof 

are committed to a common goal. In this regard I 

thank the Deputy Grand Master, the Assistant 

Grand Masters, the Provincial Grand Masters, the 

members of the Grand Committee, the Active and 

Past Grand Lodge Officers and every member of 

this Grand Lodge for your individual and 

collective commitment and support during the past 

year. It is greatly appreciated Brethren.    

 

Heritage 

During early June 2021 I attended the 

physical Rededication ceremony and celebrated the 

100th anniversary of Lodge Star of the East in the 

Northern Division, subject to strict compliance 

with the Covid regulations. I thank VW Bro Rex 

Ingle and all the Brethren who were involved in 

this event for ensuring its success. He has 

compiled a very interesting book on the history of 

this Lodge and I encourage all members to 

purchase it.  

During 2022 we will be celebrating 250 

years of Freemasonry in South Africa. We are 

planning on holding physical celebrations in each  

Division, which will coincide with their annual 

general meeting. The main celebration is scheduled 

for the weekend of 24 to 26 June 2022 in Cape 

Town and will coincide with the Rededication of 

Lodge De Goede Hoop, which was established in 

1772. This ceremony will be followed by the 

Installation Ceremony of the new Presiding Master 

of Lodge De Goede Hoop and the Grand Lodge’s 

annual general meeting. We will either host a 

dinner / dance or a formal dinner at a venue which 

will be able to accommodate the large number of 

persons who we are expecting to attend this event. 

We intend to conclude these celebrations with a 

Sunday lunch at a wine estate.    

In preparing for these celebrations, RW 

Bro Brian Rossouw OSM, a Past Grand Senior 

Warden and the Chairman of the Heritage 

Committee and the members of this Committee are 

in the process of compiling a Heritage Book, 

which we trust will reflect and record the 

development of Freemasonry in South Africa 

across all the Constitutions and Orders over the 

past 250 years. Pre-sales for this book are open and 

I encourage all the members of this Grand Lodge 

to not only purchase a book, but also to participate 

in this once in a life-time event. We have sent early 

warnings to many Grand Lodges including the 

United Grand Lodge of England and the Grand 

Lodges of Ireland, Scotland and the Netherlands 

and I have been personally advised by certain 

senior members of these Grand Lodges that they 

will attend this event, if at all possible. 

I thank RW Bro Rossouw OSM and all the 

members of the Heritage Committee for the many 

months which you have already spent to gathering 

information and collating it into a book format. 

This book will be the foremost history book on 

Freemasonry in South Africa and I thank you all 

for your continued commitment and efforts in this 

regard.  

 

Obituaries 

What if your Brother was gone tomorrow 

and you never told him how you felt? What if you 

never heard his voice again and never saw his 

face? Tell him now that he is special in your life, 

that you care for him, that you respect him and 

that he is your Brother. 

During the past year we have lost 24 

members due to Covid and other reasons, including 

two active Grand Lodge Officers, being VW Bro 

Martin Kotze, a Grand Master of Ceremony and 

Wor Bro Clive Daniels, an Assistant Grand Master 

of Ceremony. Several years ago the Southern 

Division established a Wall of Remembrance 

where a name plaque of deceased Brethren from 

this Division is displayed. I would like to  
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encourage all the other Divisions to do the same to 

ensure that the Brethren who we lose to death, will 

never be forgotten. 

We also remember all the family members 

of our Brethren who have passed away during the 

past year and we hope and pray that their loss is 

becoming easier to accept and to bear. The Volume 

of the Sacred Law teaches us that we must be 

patient in tribulation, rejoice in hope and continue 

in prayer. 

       

Provincial Grand Lodges 

At the end of each quarter, the Provincial 

Grand Master of each Division is required to 

submit a quarterly report to the Grand Committee. 

As a result of the decline in infections and the 

relaxation of the Covid restrictions, I gave the 

Lodges permission to resume physical meetings 

from 1 March 2021, subject to the compliance with 

our approved “Covid Rituals” and our own Covid 

protocols. Several Lodges resumed their physical 

meetings and a satisfactory number of new 

Candidates were initiated and Apprentices were 

passed to the Fellow Craft degree. Unfortunately 

our Lodges were again forced to cease with their 

physical meetings from 27 June 2021 as a result of 

the third wave of the Covid infections.  

 

Southern Division

combined installation meeting and we look 

forward to celebrating the Golden Jubilee of Lodge 

Hiram later this year.

Gessler, was re-installed in the presence of myself 

and a reduced Grand Lodge delegation on the first 

Grand Lodge call out in this Division for more 

than a year.

Stel has been providing a cooked Sunday lunch 

throughout the lockdown period for a large number 

of homeless persons. Bro Michael van der Linde 

from Lodge De Goede Trouw has been assisting at 

a soup kitchen in Woodstock. Wor Bro Marco 

Petronio has been actively involved in raising 

money for a variety of worthy causes. Lodge Jacob 

de Mist has utilised certain inherited beehives to 

generate income to feed and clothe unemployed 

persons in the Lily Rose Community. RW Bro 

Morris Rozen’s wife from Lodge De Goede 

Verwachting, supported Badisa in Picketberg with 

knitted goods. This Division was further able to 

raise in excess of R 100 000,00 through a virtual 

Spring Ball event to assist with the operational 

expenses of our Masonic Homes in the Western 

Cape.  

As far as the Masonic Homes are 

concerned, I thank all the Brethren who are 

actively involved therein as Directors of the Non 

Profit Company, as Chairmen of the individual 

Homes, as fund raisers and as carers for our 

residents.

I particularly thank RW Bro Brian 

Rossouw OSM who, after more than 20 years of 

active involvement in the Masonic Homes project, 

many as the Chairman of the Board of Directors, 

has decided to retire at the age of 80 years. Thank 

you my Brother, your steadfast dedication and 

commitment over these many years is an example 

to us all. Please also convey my sincere thanks to 

your wife, Kay, for all her support and I wish you 

much happiness as you enjoy your retirement.   

The members of this Division won the 

local Inter-Constitutional Masonic Olympics at the 

end of 2020 for the first time since its 

establishment several years ago. RW Bro Tommy 

Hardiman has reported that their targeted 

marketing and recruitment campaign through 

social media is starting to yield positive results and 

I thank you and your team for all your hard work 

in achieving the above and in promoting and 

maintaining Freemasonry in this Division. I look 

forward to the swift implementation of this 

recruitment campaign throughout the whole 

country. I also look forward to attending the annual 

Masonic Ball, which is the major fund raiser for 

our Masonic Homes and which is scheduled to be 

held on 4 December 2021. 

 

Northern Division

Provincial Grand Master, and his family are 

emigrating to Portugal and I thank you for your 

sterling service to Grand Lodge and particularly to 

our Northern Division and we wish you and your 

family well in all your future undertakings.

Lodge Isandlwana was placed into recess 

and Lodge First United initiated 3 new members as 

soon as it was able to do so. Wor Bro Schalk 

Jacobs was installed as the new Presiding Master 

of Lodge Neerlandia and we look forward to 

celebrating its centenary next year. I thank RW 

Bro De Kock and Wor Bro Van der Merwe and 

your team for all your hard work during this past 

year and for promoting and maintaining 

Freemasonry in this Division. I look forward to 

attending the first Grand Lodge call out in your 

Division as soon as we are able to do so. 

Certain members of this Division were 

unfortunately caught up in the sudden and 

unexpected civil unrest which recently emanated in 

this Province and I thank Wor Bro Johan van der 

Merwe and your team for the support and 

assistance which you were able to and are still 

rendering to our members and their families.   

 

Eastern Cape Division  

Lodges Tolerance and Sonheuwel initiated 

new members as soon as they were able to do so.  

Lodge Tolerance further passed an Apprentice to 

the Fellow Craft degree.  Wor Bro Wayne Enslin 

was re-installed as the Presiding Master of Lodge 

Sonheuwel and I issued a Provisional Charter for 

Lodge Jeffreys Bay to enable RW Bro Keith 

Hutton, the Provincial Grand Master and his team 

to install the new Presiding Master, Wor Bro Dirk 
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Uys and to invest the officers. We intend 

consecrating Lodge Jeffreys Bay in November 

2021, prior to the Divisional annual general 

meeting. I thank RW Bro Hutton and all the 

members of your team for everything you are 

doing to maintain and promote Freemasonry in 

your Division. 

 

Lodge Makalani  

Namibia may be far removed from us, but 

the members of this Lodge are very close to our 

hearts. While Namibia initially escaped the full 

onslaught of the Covid pandemic, it unfortunately 

caught up with them and they were also forced to 

suspend their physical Lodge meetings. The 

Presiding Master, Wor Bro Jacob Theron, sadly 

passed away recently due to contracting Covid. I 

thank VW Bro Charles Montgomery, a Past Master 

of this Lodge and a Grand Orator and all the 

members of this Lodge for continuing to promote 

and maintain the Grand Lodge of South Africa in 

Namibia.    

As a result of the suspension of all 

physical Lodge meetings due to the Covid 

pandemic, I have given dispensation that Brethren 

who have been duly elected as the next Presiding 

Master of a Lodge are to be appointed as the 

Acting Presiding Master by the Provincial Grand 

Master until their physical installation as such can 

take place. This dispensation applies to the Lodge 

officers as well and I trust that this new procedure 

will assist Lodges to continue operating where the 

Presiding Masters have passed away or have 

resigned or have become inactive for whatever 

reason.   

 

Public Relations, Marketing, Technology and 

Social Media 

Grand Lodge received satisfactory media 

coverage from the Grand Master’s feeding scheme 

project and there has generally been a steady 

increase of visits to the Grand Lodge website 

during the past year. During late 2020 RW Bro 

Alan van der Vyver, the Chairman of this 

Committee, took ill and I requested RW Bro 

Brandon Topham to take over this Committee.  

The Grand Lodge Webmaster, Wor Bro 

Jeremy Rundle, has reported that during the past 6 

months news relating to the various Lodges and 

other real-time events has proven highly 

successful.  The average post on various social 

media enjoys more than 160% higher organic 

exposure than other posts. In addition, these types 

of posts also enjoy a higher engagement rate in 

terms of shares and comments than any other post. 

Organic traffic, being traffic gained from regular 

searches with no paid advertisements, shows a  

remarkable increase as does referral traffic, being 

people who are referred to our website from other 

websites. Search engine referrals also remain high, 

which indicates a healthy position in search 

rankings when someone searches for information 

relating to Freemasonry. It is significant that we 

continue to enjoy visits from almost every country 

in the World and that the 25 year to 44 year age 

group remains the highest access age group, which 

means that we must focus our efforts on converting 

these visitors into new Candidates.  

The Grand Lodge Facebook page has 

unfortunately seen a slow down in reach and new 

followers, which can primarily be attributed to the 

reduction in regular posts due to the lack of 

content. To remain relevant and top of mind in 

social media, we must post relevant information on 

a regular basis. I am confident that this Committee 

will give this matter their urgent and full attention. 

We must also endeavour to increase our followers 

on Instagram. Although our YouTube channel is 

very new by comparison to the other social media 

platforms, it has exceeded all expectations, 

especially with regard to reach and watch time.  

While I am satisfied that the trends for the 

website remain on track, we must strive for 

constant growth in reach and visitations from 

South African users. As a result of the lack of 

Lodge activity during the past year, our social 

media growth and reach have suffered. To keep 

growing our social media channels and establish 

the Grand Lodge of South Africa as the credible 

and trusted voice of Freemasonry in South Africa, 

new content must be posted regularly on our 

various social media platforms and so I encourage 

all members to submit regular posts in this regard 

to RW Bro Topham, RW Bro Jacobson MSA and 

Wor Bro Rundle, especially video recordings of 

projects and events which we can share online. 

The One Month One Mason project is 

progressing well and I thank you three Brethren 

and all the members of this Committee for the 

sterling work which you have done during the past 

year, under difficult circumstances. I particularly 

thank RW Bro Avron Jacobson MSA and your 

team for navigating and managing the somewhat 

difficult and sometimes inexplicable terrain of 

modern technology and providing us with the 

ability to keep up to date with an ever changing 

and developing World of cyberspace. 

The Grand Lodge yearbook is not only an 

important source of history, it is equally important 

as a public relations and marketing tool for our 

Grand Lodge and I thank MW Bro David Duncan 

OSM for taking over the compilation and editing 

of the Grand Lodge yearbook. The 2019 and 2020 

editions have been completed and have been  
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placed on Grandview and on our Website.  

 

Rituals 

I thank RW Bro Tommy Hardiman, the 

Chairman of the Ritual Committee and the 

members of this Committee for presenting logical 

and acceptable interim and temporary amendments 

to our First and Second Degree Rituals as well as 

to the Installation Ritual. This has enabled Lodges, 

which were ready to resume physical meetings, to 

initiate new Applicants and to pass certain 

Apprentices who had been waiting for more than a 

year and who had sufficiently complied with the 

advancement criteria, to the Fellow Craft degree. 

 As reported above, it has also enabled the 

Provincial Grand Masters to attend to several 

installations during the period March 2021 to June 

2021.  

 

Royal Arch and Ancient and Accepted Scottish 

Rite Orders 

We recently held a very successful Think 

Tank session with certain senior members of these 

two Appendant Orders. The working relationship 

between the senior management of these Orders 

and that of the Grand Lodge is excellent and it is 

common cause that their success is irrevocably 

dependent on the success of the Grand Lodge. In 

this regard I thank MEC Johan Britz, the First 

Grand Principal of the Supreme Grand Royal Arch 

Chapter of South Africa and MP Bro Boet du 

Plessis MA, the Sovereign Grand Commander of 

the Supreme Council of the 33rd and last Degree of 

the Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite for South 

Africa for your friendship and your continued 

support of the Grand Lodge. 

As the MEC Johan Britz has completed 

two consecutive terms of office and must retire this 

year as the First Grand Principal, the Grand 

Conclave elected me as the next First Grand 

Principal of the Supreme Grand Royal Arch 

Chapter of South Africa. This is not without 

precedent as many Grand Masters throughout the 

World also occupy the position of First Grand 

Principal of their Supreme Grand Royal Arch 

Chapters. I am looking forward to my installation 

later this year and I am confident that me 

occupying both these positions will be to the 

benefit of both the Grand Lodge and the Supreme 

Grand Chapter. During June 2021 I attended the 

Rededication Ceremony and the Golden Jubilee 

celebration of the Provincial Grand Royal Arch 

Chapter of the Northern Division, which was 

followed by the Installation ceremony of the new 

Grand Superintendent, MEC Brian Masencamp. I 

congratulate and thank MEC Britz and your team, 

most of whom are senior members of the Grand 

Lodge, for the flawless and most enjoyable 

ceremonies as well as the festive board thereafter.  

Although the Supreme Council of the 

Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite for South 

Africa is a sovereign and independent Masonic 

Order, a Supreme Council cannot exist in a country 

without the presence of a sovereign Grand Lodge. 

In addition to its core function, it has recently been 

granted permission from the relevant authority in 

America to establish a De Molay Chapter in South 

Africa. This is a bold and innovative step and has 

the full support of the Grand Lodge. We look 

forward to soon admitting teenage boys and girls 

into the De Molay Order, which will teach them 

basic Masonic precepts and leadership skills and 

we look forward to most of the boys eventually 

becoming Freemasons. We again extend our 

sincere congratulations to MP Bro Boet Du Plessis 

and to M Ill Bro Geoffrey Edwards on being 

awarded the Meritorious Award (MA) in the 

Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite. This is the 

highest award in this Masonic Order and both these 

Brethren are deserving holders thereof. We also 

congratulate MP Bro Du Plessis on your re-

election and installation as the Sovereign Grand 

Commander of this Supreme Council for a second 

and consecutive term of office and we wish you 

well. 

 

Sister Constitutions 

Our unique situation in South Africa where 

we enjoy a close and fraternal co-existence with 

members, Lodges and District or Provincial Grand 

Lodge structures who report to their Grand Lodges 

in England, Ireland and Scotland has elicited 

interesting comments from members of Foreign 

Grand Lodges who were unaware of this situation. 

It pleases me to report that we continue to enjoy a 

close bond of Masonic fellowship with the local 

members of our Sister Constitutions and I thank 

you all most sincerely for your continued support 

of our Grand Lodge. Several of the senior Grand 

Lodge Officers and I also enjoy a close, friendly 

and fraternal relationship with many of the senior 

members of the Home Grand Lodges and I also 

thank them for their continued encouragement and 

support. 

 

Special Awards 

Every year the Grand Secretary is 

requested to identify a worthy recipient for the 

Award of Secretary of the Year. As this report is 

being circulated prior to the Annual General 

Meeting, I will keep you in suspense and only 

announce the name of the recipient of this 

prestigious award at the online annual meeting. We 

will thereafter ensure that his certificate and the 
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floating trophy is handed to him at the first 

possible opportunity. 

Last year I introduced and presented 

certain Awards for Excellence.  This year there are 

again several worthy recipients of these awards 

and I will likewise only announce their names at 

the online annual general meeting. Their 

certificates will also be presented to them at the 

first opportunity.

Notwithstanding the many challenges 

which our Brethren have had to deal with during 

the past year, the general feeling of positivity 

amongst our members and the mounting 

excitement to resume our physical Masonic labours 

is becoming infectious and we are all looking 

forward to doing so as soon as possible.

Voor ek egter begin, laat ons vir ‘n 

oomblik stilstaan en ons dank aan die 

Opperboumeester van die Heelal betuig dat Hy ons 

nie slegs gedurende hierdie jaar gespaar het nie, 

maar dat Hy ons ook deur die Covid pandemie, wat 

die Wereld oorheers het en deur die onlangse 

burgerlike onrus wat dele van ons pragtige land 

geteister het, bewaar het.

Hy en SV Br Avron 

Jacobson TVD, ‘n Assistent Grootmeester, en vele 

ander Broeders het onvermoeid gewerk om voor te 

berei vir die bevestigingseremonie, wat toe deur Br 

Ebert Steyn, ‘n lid van die Engelse Konstitusie, 

professioneel verfilm is.

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REPORT ON THE 17th WORLD CONFERENCE OF REGULAR MASONIC 
GRAND LODGES from 17 to 21 November 2021 

We received the first notification 

for this event during late 2020 but were 

unable to register for it due to the 

uncertainty caused by the Covid pandemic. 

During September 2021 it was however 

decided that I would attend the conference 

and we duly registered and paid the 

required fees. As we could not take any 

chances on not being admitted into 

Germany or the conference, my wife and I 

first travelled to Paris where we spent 10 

days and obtained EU digital Covid 

certificates based on our double 

vaccinations in May and July. These 

certificates were widely accepted and we 

were required to show them at all the 

tourist attractions, restaurants and certain 

shopping centres in France and Germany.  

While we were in Paris we visited 

the headquarters of the National Grand 

Lodge of France where we met the Grand 

Chancellor and Chairman of the 

Committee of External Relations, RW Bro 

Gerard Icart, who showed us around and 

presented me with certain books published 

by his Grand Lodge. It is situated in a 

multi-storied modern building in a cul-de-

sac with bank-like security. The main 

temple is a large square double volume 

room, which can accommodate about 600 

persons. It was laid out in the same style of 

the Sister Constitutions with Lodge 

banners on the side walls and the National 

flags of all the countries with which they 

are in amity, arranged against the wall in 

the East.  

 

 

Their heritage and memorabilia are 

beautifully displayed in many glass cases 

in the wide passages. It appears that all or 

many of the senior Grand Lodge Officers 

have their own offices there and I was 

surprised to see so many Brethren and lady 

assistants working in these offices when 

we visited them on a Wednesday 

afternoon. We met Gerard again at the 

airport on our way to Berlin where he 

introduced us to his Grand Master, MW 

Bro Jean Pierre Rollett and his wife and 

several other senior Brethren who were 

accompanying the Grand Master to 

Germany.  

On our arrival in Berlin on 17 

November we were met by a member of 

the United Grand Lodges of Germany and 

transported by bus to our hotels where 

several other members welcomed us and 

attended to our registration for the 

conference. That evening we were taken 

by bus to their headquarters for a welcome 

cocktail for the delegates, their partners 

and guests.  

 

 
 

Their Grand Lodge is in an old 3 

story building situated in a residential 

suburb of West Berlin. There are many 

reception rooms on the ground floor, 

which I was told are used as temples or 

meeting or dining rooms as they need 

them. They had 3 temples laid out on the 

other floors in the 3 degrees and it was 

interesting to see how similar their layout 

is to ours. The Wardens sit in the West and 

the candles are placed in the same 
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positions around the tracing boards in the 

first 2 degrees.   

About 82 Grand Lodges were 

registered for the conference and we met 

many Grand Masters, Past Grand Masters 

and other senior Brethren from Grand 

Lodges in North America, South America, 

the UK, Europe, the middle East and 

Africa at the cocktail party. The Grand 

Master of the United Grand Lodges of 

Germany, MW Bro Christoff Bosbach was 

a gracious host and the evening was most 

enjoyable.  

On 18 November we attended a 

series of lectures covering the following 

topics: Freemasonry needs a future - does 

the future need Freemasonry?; Has 

Freemasonry stagnated?; Freemasonry 

and the 21st century; Freemasonry, an 

alternative to understand the World; 

Adapting Freemasonry in a changing 

society; Freemasonry in Eastern Europe 

and Reflections by a free woman on the 

traditions and future of Freemasonry. 

  The last lecture was by a lady 

Freemason, MW Bro Antje Hansen, the 

Grand Master of the Women’s Grand 

Lodge of Germany. She is between 45 and 

55 years of age and an eloquent speaker. 

 The Women’s Grand Lodge was 

established in 1949 and has 600 members 

and 31 Lodges. She emphasised the fact 

that although there were in excess of 

15000 Freemasons in Germany, 

Freemasonry is not visible in German 

society. The general theme of the lectures 

was that for Freemasonry to survive in the 

future, we must be examples of honest, 

ethical and responsible men who not only 

exhibit, but who also practice high moral 

standards in our Lodges, in our daily lives 

and particularly in our communities. 

On 19 November our partners were 

taken on a river cruise and the delegates 

were divided into 3 groups to enable us to 

attend interactive sessions dealing with 

some of the topics covered by the lectures 

as well as the following: The future of 

virtual Freemasonry; Do we need new 

Ethics in Freemasonry? and Opening 

Freemasonry to general Society.   

For the last 2 hours of the day we 

all met in the main refectory and I was 

invited to participate in a podium 

discussion. The other invitees were the 

Grand Masters of Mali, Belgium, France, 

Spain and Germany.  

We were given topics and 

requested to advise the audience whether it 

applied in our Grand Lodge and if so, how 

we dealt with it. I used my opportunities to 

introduce the GLSA to the delegates, 

partners and guests in attendance and I 

gave them a brief history of Freemasonry 

in South Africa and our long standing 

fraternal relationship with the Sister 

Constitutions; our planned 250 year 

celebrations next year; our “What is 

Freemasonry” program and our intention 

to record it for virtual audiences; our 

Ritual Excellence program at Lodge level; 

our daily use of Grandview with regard to 

managing our members and distributing 

educational material; our NPC status and 

our ability to issue Section 18A tax 

receipts to donors as well as our Charity 

programs, including our Covid feeding 

scheme, the money collected during the 

recent civil unrest and our Masonic Homes 

which we initiated more than 40 years ago. 

After this session more than a dozen Grand 

Masters came to speak to me and most of 

them requested me to send them a copy of 

the recorded “What is Freemasonry” 

ceremony as they wished to introduce a 

similar program in their Grand Lodges.  

On 20 November we attended the 

general meeting of the World Conference. 

The main topic was a discussion regarding 

a complete re-write of the “Constitution / 

Bylaws” of the conference to enable the 

easier organization and a wider 

participation thereof. It was significant that 

there was no participation from Canada, 

India, Japan, China, Australia and New 

Zealand and only 7 out of more than 52 

Grand Lodges in North America attended. 

There were also only a few Grand Lodges 

from South America and from Africa in 

attendance.  
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As the World Conference is held 

every 18 months, it was agreed that the 

Grand Lodge of Israel (Asia) would host 

the next (the 18th) conference in May 2023 

and that the Grand Lodge of Brazil (South 

America) would host the 19th conference 

in November 2024. At present there are 5 

continents in contention to host the World 

Conference, namely North America, South 

America, Europe, Africa and Asia.  

A gala dinner was held in the 

evening at one of the hotels, which was 

attended by about 600 persons. My wife 

and I were seated at a table with the 

African and Spanish delegations and it was 

a most enjoyable evening.  

 

 
 

On 21 November we attended the 

installation of the new Grand Master of the 

United Grand Lodges of Germany, MW 

Bro Michael Volkwein.

Apart from the Women’s Grand 

Lodge, there are 5 other Grand Lodges in 

Germany but the United Grand Lodges of 

Germany is the senior Grand Lodge. There 

were 78 Grand Lodges in attendance and 

we were admitted in order of seniority 

with the representative of the UGLE, RW 

Bro Paul Edgham, entering last.  The 

installation ceremony was held in the same 

room of the hotel where we had dined the 

previous evening and there were about 400 

Freemasons in attendance. Although the 

ceremony was conducted in German, it 

was easy to follow as it was quite similar 

to ours. Fortunately there were no long 

speeches and only one representative from 

each continent was given the opportunity 

to reply briefly to the Grand Master’s 

thanks to the visitors. After the ceremony 

we said our goodbyes and most delegates, 

their partners and guests were then taken 

by bus to the airport. 

 It was a most enjoyable, 

enlightening and worthwhile experience. 

As this is the first World Conference of 

Regular Masonic Grand Lodges at which 

the GLSA was represented, I am satisfied 

that the GLSA was not only introduced to 

more than 80 Grand Lodges around the 

World but that they know that 

Freemasonry is alive and well in South 

Africa.   Many Grand 

Masters and other senior Brethren 

informed me that they had diarised our 

intended date for our 250 year celebration 

from 24 to 26 June 2022 in Cape Town 

and all requested that we send them an 

updated notice in this regard. I will request 

the Grand Secretary to send out such 

notice to all the Grand Lodges with whom 

we are in amity, which will include the 

attendees at the World Conference, by mid 

- January 2022. 

 As far as the recorded “What is 

Freemasonry” ceremony is concerned, I 

trust that we will be able to complete this 

by the end of January 2022 so that our 

Lodges can make use of it and so that we 

can send it to the Grand Lodges which 

have requested it.  

 Perhaps we should consider 

hosting the 20th World Conference in 

South Africa during May 2026. If we do 

decide to do so, we are required to send 

our written application to the current 

Executive Secretary, MW Bro Ortega, the 

Grand Master of Spain and to the Grand 

Master of Israel by 31 December 2022 and 

then present our application to host the 

conference, in the form of a video 

presentation, at the World Conference in 

Israel in May 2023.

 Bro Gary Hendricks of Losie Simon 

Van Der Stel runs a soup kitchen every 

Sunday in Observatory where he feeds a 

substantial amount of people consisting mostly 

of underprivileged children . PGL Southern 

Division and Lodge De Goede Hoop are 

supporting him with R 1 000 per month each, 

combined with donations from Lodge de 

Goede Verwachting this has made a big 

difference to how many children he can feed. 

He is to be congratulated for his dedication 

and commitment to this worthy cause. 

 Losie Jacob de Mist continues to 

support the local Lily Rose squatter  camp and 

has also grown this outreach tremendously 

from simply providing them a “Braai”, then to 

supplying them with food and non-perishables 

worth R15 000. 

 They were amazed at how well this Squatter 

Camp was laid out and how well the residents 

were really working together to create a neat 

living environment for themselves.   

 The biggest issue to sustain this 

community was an alternate source of water.   

VW Bro van der Linde and the members of 

Lodge Jacob de Mist and Lodge Bellville 

embarked on a fundraising mission to fund the 

sinking of a borehole and submersible pump 

running from Solar panels. The money was 

raised, and the borehole was sunk. Brother 

Meiring van der Merwe, Brother Paul Carlow 

and VW Bro van der Linde did the final 

installation of the submersible pump and solar 

panels and what joy there was when it was 

switched on, and water started flowing.  By 

This time the community had grown to 92 

persons. The next step was to install a 

filtration station which the English 

Constitution donated and RW Bro Jim Duggan 

and Wor. Bro Jock Wood were instrumental in 

securing those funds. 

Combined with various other donations such 

as water tanks from other institutions the Lily 

Rose Community has been able to build 

showers with hot water, heated by wood fired 

donkeys, flushing toilets with soak-away 

cisterns, and washing facilities for the clothes 

and kitchen equipment.   

 This lodge has also embarked on a new 

fund-raising initiative that appears very 

promising. Through the efforts of one of their 

members Bro Marthinus Laubscher they have 

10 Bee hives which they farm and then sell the 

bottled honey, so Brethren watch this space for 

fresh Masonic Honey bottled By Losie Jacob 

De Mist.  

 The Provinces finances remain firm but 

are wilting a little under the strain of increased 

benevolence requests and over R 150 000 in 

unpaid capitation payments, but this will be 

covered in the treasurers report shortly  

 This division continues to pledge its 

support to young Mason van Dyk a Cape town 
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boy born with an incurable disease and who is 

a family member of one of the stalwarts of the 

Southern Division. We cover all the chemist 

bills that the parents are unable to cover in the 

amount of R 2 500- R 3 500 per month  

 The current membership of the 

Southern Division stands at 181 with 35 new 

applications currently in process or candidates 

waiting to be initiated delayed due to the 

lockdown protocols. In this regard the 

Southern Division has pioneered a fully 

professionalized social media recruiting 

campaign which has resulted in 128 responses 

to our campaigns and 14 new members so far 

with another 18 on the hot list and in progress. 

This campaign will now be rolled out 

nationally. It was my aim when deciding to 

spend the money on this method of 

recruitment to increase the Southern division 

membership to 200 members by the end of the 

year from a low of 175 and we look well set to 

do so.  The lodges who have benefitted from 

the PGL campaign are Jacob de Mist 2 

candidates, Westerford  x 1, Hiram 4 

candidates, De Goede Hoop 1 candidate 

Perseverance x 4 and Johan van Riebeek x2   

So to all the members of the Southern 

Division I thank each and everyone of you 

who has reached out over this Covid stricken 

year and dug into your pockets or dug into 

your time banks to make a significant 

difference in so many people lives. It is indeed 

an honour, a pleasure and my privilege to 

serve each of you as the Provincial Grand 

Master of this proud , innovative, and most 

historic division of the Grand Lodge of South 

Africa  

 In conclusion I would like to thank all 

present here today for choosing to share some 

of your valuable time with us over this now all 

too familiar medium of Zoom and, to end on 

an upbeat note, I will close with some slides of 

the lengths a committed lodge will go to in 

order to fit in a practise working when the 

temple was not available to them.

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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE PROVINCIAL GRAND MASTER -  

NORTHERN DIVISION 2020 / 2021

More than a month ago, we were well 

advanced in the planning for this meeting to be 

held at Freemason’s Hall in Park Lane. Then 

along came the Third wave of the Covid 

Pandemic and we were forced to rethink how 

to safely handle the business of the Division 

whilst looking after the health and safety of 

our members. We extend a warm and Fraternal 

welcome to you all to this Virtual meeting. 

 

Overview of the PGL Northern Division 

Heraclitis said: “The Only Thing That 

Is Constant Is Change” and the past year has 

borne testimony to this, and continues to do so 

as we enter into the next Masonic year of the 

Northern Division. 

Most of the previous year has been 

experienced under some form of Lockdown or 

other. We briefly saw the Country move to 

Level 1 in December 2020, only to experience 

harsher conditions being introduced, which 

impacted on the ability to hold physical 

meetings which were planned to commence in 

February 2021. These were delayed until April 

2021 and then these too were curtailed in June 

2021. 

The role of Provincial Grand Master, 

comes with responsibilities, which many do 

not fully understand, even more so in the 

current world we find ourselves living in. I am 

extremely grateful to the EXCO of the 

Division, who have worked tirelessly behind 

the scenes, reviewing decisions to be 

implemented, whilst still trying to get to do 

what we all love so much, practicing 

Freemasonry. 

The Deputy Provincial Grand Master, 

has continued to be a pillar of support which 

has made it possible to address matters which 

are not always pleasant but necessary. The 

sounding board he provides and thoughtful 

ideas has made it possible for the Provincial 

Grand Lodge of the Northern Division to 

continue to shine as a jewel in the crown of the 

Grand Lodge. Both of us are members of 

Committees established by the Grand Master 

and we have shared input and views across our 

immediate involvement in these Committees 

to ensure that what is put forward to the work 

of the Committees is in best interests of the 

Grand Lodge and Freemasonry in general. 

The EXCO team has been a very tight 

knit unit. The Assistant Provincial Grand 

Masters, Wor Bros Reuven Coenen, Anthony 

Bosman, Alex Ndubuisi and very recently 

Gerald Bosch together with the Provincial 

Grand Secretary Wor Bro Emile van As, it has 

been an absolute pleasure labouring with each 

one of you. Each one of you has brought your 

own unique temperaments, skills and passion 

to the benefit of this Provincial Grand Lodge.  

Today is a very sad day for me, as we have to 

take leave of two Assistant Provincial Grand 

Masters. 

Wor Bro Reuven Coenen who after 6 

years of service to the Provincial Grand Lodge 

with the last three and a half years as APGM 

has decided to step down, but he has been very 

smartly snatched up by the Grand Master to 

serve as an active Grand Lodge Officer. I 

know that this was your wish and I am sad to 

see you go, but wish you well in the next 

phase of your masonic journey. 

Wor Bro Reuven and I have travelled a 

long road together, we met in my mother 

Lodge Golden City, and are now together in 

Lodge Prins Frederik. He has been a stalwart 

in many areas of our journey together. A quiet 

but tireless worker, fully committed to the task 

at hand, and he leaves having served for a 

period as the Provincial Grand Secretary, from 

March 2015 for about 15 months, then 

fulfilling other officers in the Provincial Grand 

Lodge until being appointed at an Assistant 

Provincial Grand Master in February 2018.  

Wor Bro Anthony Vincent Bosman, 

has resigned due to his pending emigration to 

Portugal. 
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Wor Bro Tony Bosman, one of the 

very first installations which I performed as an 

Assistant Provincial Grand Master was at 

Lodge MW Pretorius, where I had the honour 

of installing you into the Chair of King 

Solomon as well as conducting your Board of 

Installed Master’s ceremony. Two years ago I 

installed you as one of my Assistant Provincial 

Grand Masters, I knew I had a friend to walk 

beside me on the unnavigated road I was 

setting out on. You have been a huge support 

to me, tackling whatever task given to you 

with energy to get the job done as quickly as 

possible but always achieving the required 

quality and level of professionalism. I am sure 

that you must be relieved that I am no longer 

going to ask you to translate the long missives 

from English into Afrikaans. Thank you for 

the friendship and being a solid member of the 

A team. On behalf of the Provincial Grand 

Lodge Northern Division, I wish you and Ana 

well in the next chapter of your lives. We all 

know that our loss here will be a huge gain for 

Freemasonry in Portugal. 

Had this meeting taken place at 

Freemason’ Hall, I would have had to 

disinvest both of you as the Commissioned 

Officers of the Division, a task which would 

have been exceptionally emotional for all of 

us. 

Tony, the only pleasure I would have 

derived from this process would have been 

investing you with the jewel of a Past 

Assistant Grand Master, a jewel I will ensure I 

present to you before you leave for Portugal. 

To the hardworking Provincial Grand 

Lodge Secretary, I thank you and congratulate 

you for your efforts since taking on this role. It 

has been fun, sometimes things are not done 

quite in the manner which parties expect, 

however with learning, guidance and 

communication, we will see a continued 

improvement. Above all your willingness to 

go the extra mile when called on is greatly 

appreciated. 

Our Provincial Grand Lodge officers 

have to some extent had an easier year in that 

many Installations were placed on hold due to 

the Lockdown prohibitions. The appointed 

Immediate Lodge Facilitators generally 

attended to that which was expected of them, 

sadly some did not live up to expectation. This 

means that in the year ahead, there is lot of 

room for improvement. This role is essential in 

bringing Provincial Grand Lodge closer to the 

Lodges and being there to serve them, not the 

other way round. It is also understood that at 

times, their efforts are thwarted by the fact that 

Officers of the Lodges to which they were 

appointed, fail to communicate with them. 

Communication is a two way street, and 

Provincial Grand Lodge cannot serve the 

Lodges if they do not reciprocate. 

The very short-lived return to physical 

labour which was announced in March 2021, 

saw some Installations being performed. These 

installations were carried out to the high 

standard that we expect. We received 

comments from the Grand Master and other 

Grand Lodge Officers to the effect that we 

must surely have had a few rehearsals to be 

able to perform them to the high standard 

displayed.  The fact that there were no such 

rehearsals, goes to prove the point that the 

Provincial Grand Lodge Team is exactly that, 

a team which believes in delivering the best 

performance possible to ensure that the tone is 

set for the new Worshipful Master’s year in 

office. 

 We set out to have fun when we 

labour, an objective which is easily achieved. 

This demonstrates a closely knit team all fully 

aligned to the desired output. The 

commitment, enjoyment level, and quality of 

our Provincial Officers is generally beyond 

dispute. The familiar mode of transport 

referred to amongst the PGL ND officers as 

the “party bus” provided by Wor Bro Marius 

Mostert, continues to provide the core of the 

much enjoyed harmony amongst the team. 

Seats on the bus remain highly sought after, 

which makes the trips to and from our Lodges 

for their installation ceremonies go faster, with 

all journeys being safely completed. 

 This year had its share of challenges 

and disappointments with tough decisions 

having to be made.  Thankfully there was only 

one disciplinary matter which had to be 

attended to. The hearing was handled in a very 

professional manner, and a vote of thanks must 

go to the panel appointed to hear the matter, 

for giving up their time to do so. Fairness in 

such instances must be seen to be done, and in 

this case, I believe that this happened, with the 

Grand Committee confirming the finding and 

the relevant sanction being confirmed. 

 The 5th December 2020, saw all the 

Commissioned Officers of the Division 
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undertake the journey to the Southern Division 

to attend the installation ceremony of our 

Grand Master. The trip enabled the team to 

experience first-hand the joy and camaraderie 

with the return to labour, but more importantly 

reinforced the bond which exists in the team. 

Much hilarity and fun was had by all, bringing 

a sense of renewed energy into what we had 

hoped to see being the prohibition on attending 

Lodges lifted in January 2021. This was  

scuppered 2 weeks later by the Government’s 

imposition of harsher lock-down regulations. 

 One of the Division’s targets set is an 

improvement in the standard of ritual work in 

our Lodges. Limited workings has not 

dampened the enthusiasm amongst some of the 

very new Mason’s to get involved and 

participate. There have been some outstanding 

pieces of ritual being delivered. Mention must 

be made of Bro’s Gordan Tshabalala, Jean 

Scheffer, Brad Prevett and Ashley Berman. All 

of these members find themselves on the REP 

programme with points recorded for their 

efforts, as they work towards their first Ritual 

recognition pin. 

 Lowlights which shook the foundations 

of the Division were the passing of a number 

of Brethren to the Eternal East.  The names of 

these members have been read into the record 

of the meeting. 

 We have extended our heartfelt 

condolences to the families that they left 

behind, but we do so again here, as they have 

all left a very deep void in our ranks. 

 

Advancement and progression through the 

degrees. 

 The Advancement Criteria for Brethren 

to advance through the craft degrees, from 

Entered Apprentice to Fellow Craft and then 

on to Master Mason has been adopted by the 

Grand Lodge as the Policy for advancement 

throughout the Grand Lodge of South Africa. 

The First document which deals with the 

progression of the Apprentice, will be released 

in the very near future as an update to the 

Book of Life. The second section for the 

Fellow Craft will be released very soon 

thereafter. 

 The impact of the restrictions of Covid 

lockdown on our workings, should not be seen 

as an excuse to progress Apprentices to the 

next degree, as opportunities exist for them to 

visit other Lodges by attending their Virtual 

meetings, to undertake research and present 

papers for discussion. All these activities can 

be recorded in the Book of Life. The necessary 

floor workings can be undertaken as soon as 

physical meetings resume. Progression is not a 

right, it must be earned and the Masters and 

Wardens are required to sign off on any 

application for a member to be advanced 

indicating that the essential requirements for 

advancement have been attained. 

 The Mentorship programme has been 

rolled out in the Northern Division, with VW 

Bro Simon Nash driving this. There has been 

fair support for this important developmental 

tool, but Lodges need to get involved as the 

role of the Mentor and participation in an 

active mentorship programme forms part of 

the Advancement Criteria. This too is now 

starting to be rolled out through the sister 

divisions by VW Bro Nash, who hosts sessions 

on the Grand Lodge Zoom platform every 

month. 

 

Finances 

 We have heard the Provincial Grand 

Treasurer’s report where the finances of the 

Division remain healthy.  

 My thanks is extended to VW Bro 

Simon Nash, who amongst all his other duties 

has overseen and managed the finances of our 

Division.  

 We are pleased to say that with after a 

lot of effort all Lodges in the Northern 

Division have migrated their financial affairs 

to the Grand Lodge Financial Platform. It 

transpires that some of the Lodges may have 

opened their FNB accounts but continue to 

transact outside of the Grand Lodge platform.  

These Lodges are acting in contravention of 

the Constitution and Regulations of Grand 

Lodge, sadly placing the PBO/NPC status of 

Grand Lodge at risk. Direct communication 

and intervention with the Provincial Grand 

Treasurer and the Grand Treasurer will see 

such continued activities being terminated. 

 

Lodges 

 Our Division continues to have its 

share of struggling Lodges. Some of these 

Lodges find themselves in these positions due 

to poor management and lack of planning, but 

more importantly refusing to move with the 

time. The PGL has tried to work with these 

Lodges, to develop their short, medium and 
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long terms plans to build and develop 

sustainable Lodges. Some of the struggling 

Lodges have accepted assistance from the PGL 

in that nominated members have been 

appointed in order to fulfil specific roles and 

offices and at the same time start training and 

developing new members of these Lodges to 

enable the Lodges to fill these roles 

themselves. 

 Some Masters have put forward their 

plans, which due to the COVID 19 

interventions had to be temporarily shelved.  

 Unfortunately we have had to take the 

drastic decision to start proceedings to 

withdraw the Charter from Lodge Jock of the 

Bushveld as after more than 6 years, that 

Lodge has failed to live up to its undertakings 

and continues to blame others for their 

misfortune. They have been given ample 

opportunity to change the course they were on. 

A final letter has been sent to the Lodge with a 

cut-off date for action, failing which the 

process as determined under Article 60 of the 

Constitution will commence and see the 

Charter of the Lodge withdrawn. Sadly senior 

BB of the Lodge would rather see that happen 

than make every effort to save their Lodge. 

 As much as I was excited to report last 

year that the Past Masters of Lodge Star of the 

North had contacted me and requested that 

they be given the opportunity to try and 

resuscitate the Lodge, this did not come to 

fruition and that Lodge has now been closed.  

 Lodge President Burgers which has 

seen a complete turnaround over the past two 

years will see the management of the Lodge 

being handed to their Master Elect, Bro 

Maxwell Matjane in August 2021.  This is a 

far cry from the situation a couple of years 

back where the PGL was wrestling with the 

decision whether to close the Lodge or not. It 

proves that with proper planning and active 

members, Lodges can be resuscitated. 

 We are pleased to announce that we are 

in the process of petitioning for Lodge 

Vereeniging to be resuscitated. This Lodge 

closed during the 1990’s. What a wonderful 

opportunity to resurrect a Lodge in the Vaal 

Triangle. 

 

Membership  

 There has been a reduction in the 

number of members over the past year, the 

bulk mainly due to the a mass resignation of 

members on the East Rand (Lodge Star of the 

East and Lodge Sonop), which placed the 

existence of Freemasonry in these two Lodges 

under huge pressure. This action saw the two 

Lodges agree to temporarily merge in order to 

stabilise and grow Freemasonry on the East 

Rand until such time that they are able to 

request the Grand Master to return the Charter 

of the Lodge placed in recess to the members, 

so it can once again become an active Lodge 

under the Grand Lodge. 

 Despite the effect of the lock down and 

some resignations outside of the event 

mentioned before, the Division saw a growth 

in members over the three months that we 

were able to hold physical meetings. These 

numbers would have been higher had it not 

been for the fact that our labours were 

interrupted again. 

 

Benevolence 

 Our Division continues to practice 

Benevolence within the communities in which 

we operate. We continue to assist the feeding 

scheme Walking Tall with Pride. We are 

active on the Transvaal Inter-constitutional 

Masonic Charity (TIMC) through which 

stipends are disbursed to BB in need, as well 

as providing bursary funds for children and 

grandchildren of Masons to enable them to 

undertake and in some instances complete 

their tertiary studies. 

I am aware that some Lodges undertake on 

their own activities, it is requested that detailed 

records of these interventions are kept and 

forwarded to the Grand treasurer for inclusion 

in the NPC returns which are required under 

the regulations governing our NPC/PBO 

status. No matter how insignificant these may 

seem, they all have a direct impact on the 

communities in which they operate and their 

efforts are lauded. 

We are proud of our members, many of whom 

are unsung heroes, who have continued with 

their own acts of charity in many ways. We 

hear stories of Brethren and their families who 

run soup kitchens, pack food parcels for the 

needy in their areas, and assist in many other 

ways. Some Brethren do not want their acts of 

kindness to be publicly acknowledged and 

therefore hide their activities from the order. 

To these Brethren we salute you as you live 

the ideals of Freemasonry by helping those in 

need. 
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 As Provincial Grand Master, I set a 

challenge to all Lodges to adopt what was 

instituted in Lodge Prins Frederik, referred to 

as the R2 a day challenge. Lodges have not 

indicated that they have taken up the challenge 

but we hope that they have done so. The idea 

behind this, is that every Mason should be able 

to find R2 a day to be put towards helping 

another Brother in need, or any other person in 

society. This money can be paid in monthly, or 

as an annual payment and be used for solely 

for benevolence projects. These funds are to be 

seen as being over and above the funds which 

would be collected during our normal 

ceremonial meetings where we remember our 

Acts of Charity. 

 We challenge our Sister Divisions to 

implement this initiative in their Divisions. 

With some 800 active members in the Grand 

Lodge of South Africa, a sum of R 584,000 

per annum can be raised and put to use in 

benevolence projects. 

 This year has seen fairly large sums of 

money being paid out of the Provincial Grand 

Lodge benevolence account to assist BB and 

families in times of need. We have learned to 

accept the unexpected. The pleas for help will 

no doubt increase as our economy limps along. 

The Grand Lodge has implemented a more 

formal system for dealing with such cries for 

help. The Northern Division would therefore 

like to contribute the sum of R25,000 to the 

Grand Lodge Benevolence fund. 

 

Sister Divisions  

 Our working relationship with our 

sister divisions is stronger than ever. As much 

as COVID 19 shut down has been bad for 

many aspects of our lives, the Provincial 

Grand Masters have been interacting on a 

regular basis via virtual meetings. These 

meetings have enabled us to offer support to 

each other and have a greater understanding of 

the challenges faced in the different Divisions. 

 Congratulations to Wor Bro Johan van 

der Merwe on your appointment as Acting 

PGM of the Eastern Division. The mantle of 

Rookie has not formally been passed to you, 

that honour will stay with RW Bro Frans 

Appelgryn until your installation. We wish 

you a prosperous and joyful term in office and 

look forward to labouring with you.  

 I would like to once again thank the 

PGMs and members of the Sister Division 

who have attended our meeting today. Unlike 

one of my fellow PGM’s (who shall remain 

anonymous), I will afford you an opportunity 

to say a few words at a later stage during the 

proceedings. 

 

Sister Constitutions  

 The relationship between the Northern 

Division and our Sister Constitutions is strong 

and continues to strengthen. Formal interaction 

and communication generally happens through 

the Heads of Constitution meetings held under 

the auspices of the TIMC. 

 To the acting District Grand Master of 

the UGLE, VW Bro Chris van Gaalen, I am 

sure that you are wondering if your installation 

scheduled for the end of the month will be able 

to be held because of the status of Level 4 

Lockdown regulations which have been 

imposed on us. I sincerely hope that these will 

be lifted and that your installation as District 

Grand Master can take place as scheduled. I 

look forward to being able to attend that 

ceremony, whenever that it can be held, and 

continuing to grow our friendship and working 

relationship. We assure you of our support 

over the term of your office. 

 To the heads of the Irish and Scottish 

Constitutions, RW Bro Nic Benson and RW 

Bro Jim Kerr, thank you for your support and 

friendship over the past year. Wor Bro Nic 

Benson, you have announced that your term as 

Provincial Grand Master of the Irish 

Constitution is fast coming to an end. We can 

assure you that our Division will support your 

successor and continue to work together.

 To the teams who have attended to the 

few Installations which we managed to 

squeeze in over the three months we could 

work, it is wonderful to see the effort put in by 

all to make these the very special occasions 

that they deserve. Our high standards which 

we expect were maintained.

 To the officers who are taking office 

for the next year, the new members of the team 

as well as those who are remaining as part of 

our team, a warm welcome to you all. We look 

to one and all to fulfil and discharge your 

duties with dignity, and to the best of your 

abilities. We all need to pull our weight, we 

are a small team growing and developing the 

future leadership group for this Division. 

Those who perform will be recognised and 

will be rewarded, the opposite sadly also 

applies.

 Brethren all, this has certainly been a 

challenging year. Challenges very often bring 

out the best in people. 

 I renew my undertaking to serve this 

Division to the best of my ability. The 

continued support of the PGL team as well as 

the Lodges, will make this undertaking so 

much easier to achieve.

In order to achieve 

those objectives, it is imperative that I build a 

strong team of dedicated and capable PGL 

officers and ensure that I maintain high 

standards, whilst properly motivating that team 

to want to support me and the Division. 

But this team and I can only succeed if 

we have the full support of our lodges.   In this 

regard I am quite confident that I have 

managed to build good relationships with our 

lodge Masters, Officers and Members over the 

past number of years.   The challenge for me is 

to maintain those good relationships whilst 

ensuring that high standards are met al all 

times.    Just as important is the 

relationships with our Sister Divisions and 

Sister Constitutions.   I guess that my good 

relationships with all these Brethren will 

definitely be put to the test when tough 

decisions have to be made in order to meet the 

objectives set by Grand Lodge. 

 Where there may have been some 

strained relationships between senior Brethren 

in the Eastern Division in the past, it will be a 

priority for me to rebuild bridges and ensure 

that the capabilities, experience and brotherly 

love of all Brethren can be mustered to achieve 

our aims.   In this regard I will be guided by 

the 2 words that have carried me through my 

Masonic career so far; and that is “Respect” 

and “Tolerance”. 

 Joseph E Osborne said that “Tolerance 

is the positive and cordial effort to understand 

another’s beliefs, practices and habits without 

necessarily sharing or accepting them”  Helen 

Keller stated that “the highest result of 

education is tolerance”.  Many of our Masonic 

teachings involve the concept of Tolerance but 

I believe that is still in short supply. 

Respect is an absolutely essential ingredient to 

being a Freemason, but we have to always 

remember that respect is earned and cannot be 

forced.        

 One aspect that I believe we have not 

paid enough attention to is the recruitment of 

quality candidates from all ethnic groupings.   

Numbers don’t lie, and the Eastern Division 

needs to make this a focus area in our efforts 

to grow our membership.   Obviously, quality 

will always be more important than quantity. 

 The Grand Master wants us to make 

membership of the GLSA irresistible to all 

who are not current members.  In order to 

address the very important issue of retention,  I 

want to add that we need to ensure that the 

GLSA is irresistible to our existing members 

as well.  

 I believe that this can only happen if 

we make Freemasonry exciting for our 

members.  I am not referring to a focus on 

superficial fun activities, I am talking about 

refocusing our education to remind Brethren of 

the very special privilege they have of being a 

member of such a unique Brotherhood that is 

made up of a very small percentage of the 

world population, and to continue to strive 

towards total professionalism in all our 

activities.   Success breeds success, and we 

need to show that we are successful in our 

organisation. Grandview gives us the tools to 

achieve a lot. We need to get very familiar 

with these tools and not blame poor 

workmanship on the tools if we do not make 

an effort to educate ourselves and others. 

 Education and proper mentorship is 

key in these efforts.  Brethren must be 

properly equipped for the positions they aspire 

to.  We need to grow our numbers, but 

remember that dead wood causes unwanted rot 

in an otherwise healthy organisation, and we 

must not be scared to address this problem.  

This Division has the lowest 

membership of all Divisions currently, but I 

want to direct a friendly challenge to the 

PGM’s of the Central and Eastern Cape 

Divisions that this will not be the case at the 

AGM of the Eastern Division next year this 

time.

 The Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite of 

Freemasonry for South Africa has the prosperity of 

the Rite at heart and continually strives to promote 

the fundamental principles of Freemasonry.
